A roundabout is a type of ciroular intersection hat
ebminates loft tum movements, reduces potente
confict betwoen vehicles and improves the
efficency of the nlersecion.

How do | drive a large truck
in a roundabout?

* It bs especially important for large Fucks 1o reduce
speed n approaching and driving Pvough &
roundabout. Al higher speeds, load shifting can
ocour That mary cause loss of control of your vehicle
Itis up 10 you 10 pay attention 1o waming signs,
pavement markings and other visual cues, 1 reduce

your speed, and 10 drive safely and responaidly,

* Roundabouts ate designed 1o be wide encugh o
carry passenger cars and small rucks within the
parved crculating lanes, but not large tnucks. For
agwhoeltate vehicies, “ruck aprons” may be
constructed 1o provide for off-tracking of the rear
wdes of your vehicle. Thase typically will be &
colated concrete ring arcund the landscaped
center island. For some roundabouts without
sidewal, here also mary be exdemnal ruck aprons
provided on the outside comens al entries 1 the
roundabout. Do not drive across the landscaped
central island.
